SCRUTINIZED COMPANIES 

A company that is on the Scrutinized Companies with Activities in Sudan List, is on the Scrutinized Companies with 
Activities in the Iran Petroleum Energy Sector List, or is engaged in business operations in Syria, may not bid on, submit a 
proposal for, or enter into a contract with an agency or local government entity for goods or services of $1 million or more. 

A company that is on the Scrutinized Companies that Boycott Israel List or is engaged in a boycott of Israel may not bid 
on, submit a proposal for, or enter into a contract with an agency or local government entity for goods or services.  

BID REJECTION

Pursuant to Subsections 3-6 and 3-7 of the Standard Specifications, the successful bidder shall execute the necessary 
contract documents and return the agreement along with a satisfactory Performance and Payment Bond within ten (10) 
Calendar days of award, excluding Saturdays, Sundays, and state holidays, unless noted otherwise in the project 
specifications. A 100% Payment and Performance Bond will be required for all projects unless noted otherwise in the 
project specifications.
