Apalachicola Regional Airport-Cleve
Randolph Field (AAF) is a general
aviation (GA) airport approximately two
miles west of Apalachicola and north of
Apalachicola Bay.

The airport has three concrete runways (14-32, 6-24, and
18-36), the longest of which is 5,425 feet long and 150 feet

wide. The airport primarily accommodates recreational flying,
corporate/business aviation, flight training, and military operations.

The airport's fixed-base operator (FBO) offers rental cars, aircraft parking, fuel,

a pilot's lounge, and other aviation services. For transient pilots, AAF offers a
gateway to the unique and historic City of Apalachicola. Apalachicola is known
for its rich history, maritime culture, seafood industry, and is home numerous local
shops, galleries, and restaurants.

AAF provides access to destinations along the Florida Panhandle, and based aircraft
owners live across the region from Cape San Blas to Mexico Beach. AAF continues
to construct hangars to accommodate growing demands for GA aircraft used for
recreational and commercial purposes.
