Everglades Airpark (X01) is a general
aviation (GA) airport located directly
south of Everglades City along the
Chokoloskee Bay. The airport is owned by
the Collier County Airport Authority.

X017 offers a paved runway that is 2,400 feet long by 50
feet wide (Runway 15-33). The airport primarily serves as

a destination for transient recreational pilots and passengers

visiting Everglades City and the south Florida region. The airport's unique location
offers much for visitors, including access to Everglades National Park, which draws
more than one million total visitors each year.

The airport is also within close proximity to Big Cypress National Preserve,
Fakahatchee Strand State Preserve, and Collier Seminole State Park, all of which
further promote Everglades Airpark as a gateway to southern Florida and all the
natural beauty that it offers. Additional activities in the area include airboat tours, aerial
sightseeing tours, and canoe/boat rentals.
