To accomplish this, given that Flowing Concrete is still being utilized, a new Materials Manual section (8.6) has been created, similar to how Self Consolidating Concrete (SCC) for Precast/Prestressed Concrete Products exists in Materials Manual Section 8.4.  
	Narrative of proposed revision: New Materials Manual document created: Flowing Concrete for Precast/Prestressed Concrete Products.
Additional minor changes to Section 105-4.4 are as follows: 1) In the paragraph that references 8.1 and 8.3, the forward slash between Precast Prestressed has been removed, given that these documents are for Precast Prestressed Concrete only. 2) "Volume II" has been added after "Sections 8.1 and 8.3," given that proper Volume II documents now exist for those sections. 3) Please change the Section 8.1 hyperlink to reference V2, given that a Volume 2 proper was published for Jan. 2020. 4) In the paragraph that references Section 8.4, a forward slash has been added, given that this document can be used for other precast concrete categories in addition to prestress.
